SET and SEQUENCE define a type, which contains a defined number
of elements, each of which can be of a different type (2).

SET OF and SEQUENCE OF define a type, which contains an
usually unlimited number of elements, each of which must be of the
same type (2).

The difference between SET and SEQUENCE is that for
SEQUENCE, there is a defined and required ordering of the
elements, while for SET the elements can be sent in any order (2).

Answer:

The attributes CLASS (3) and ID (2), which can be given on almost
any HTML tag contains the name of a style to be used. The difference
between CLASS and ID is that only a single HTML element can have
each value of 1D, while several different HTML elements can have the
same value of CLASS ().

The attribute STYLE (1) makes it possible to specify an inline style
for just a single HTML element.

It is also possible to specify that a certain CSS style is to apply to all
occurences of a certain HTML tag. And it is possible, for <A> tags, to
specify different style depending on the status of the link (1). The
notation for this is in CSS, not in HTML, and thus not part of the
answer to this question.

It is also possible to specify that a certain style is only to be used in a
certain media, for example only used when printing a page, not when
viewing it on-screen.

Each article has a globally unique Message-ID (4). A server can ask
for, or get offered, new articles, and can then reply by asking only for
those it does not already have (1-2).

There is also a path of MTAs, which an article has passed, on the
article itself, and this can be used to stop an article passing the same
MTA more than once (2).
